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The driver supports Windows NT version 3.5, 3.51, 4.0. No special software requirements exist. 





Features





Once installed, the driver will provide the following functionality:





1.	Simultaneous Wave Input and Output. (Fullduplex is here!)


2.	Control of the card through a Control Panel applet.


3.	Support 2 CardDs or combintation of CardD and Digital Only CardD (DOC). 


4.	Card plus ins/outs can be used with V8 for ins/outs.





Limitations





- None that we are aware of.





Installation





WARNING: This is driver level kernel software. It could render your system unusable. Please take the following precautions:





1.	Run C:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM32\RDISK.EXE. This will create a recovery disk of your 	current working system.


2.	Backup! (Make sure you back up the registry!)


3.	Make sure you have a working set of NT install disks. (3 disks: boot, install 2 and 	install 3. See your NT docs for info on creating them.)





Installation Procedure





YOU MUST UNINSTALL ANY PREVIOUS VERSIONS OF THIS DRIVER, RESTART NT, AND DELETE THE FOLLOWING FILES:


	in system32 of your WinNT installation directory:

This release assumes that you have the card configured correctly and will not "Walk you through" this jumper settings.





1.	Place the driver diskette into your your A or B drive. (If you recieved this driver in a zip file, extract the files to a directory or to a floppy).





2.	Windows NT 3.5x :Run the Control Panel|Drivers applet


	Windows NT 4.0 : Run the Control Panel|Multimedia Applet.  Select the Devices Tab.





3.	Select Add and then "Unlisted or Updated Driver".





4.	Set the path to the location of the driver files (A:\, B:\, or the directory path to where you extracted the driver files).





5.	You will be presented with the CardD Hardware Configuration Property Dialog containing the hardware configuration options for port address and DMA channels. Use Administrative Tools|NT Diagnostics to help in determining which port addresses and DMA channels are free.





6.   	Once you have selected the correct hardware settings, click the OK button. The driver will attempt to load and initialize the hardware according to the information provided. If it fails for any reason, a message box will appear letting you know this. Any conflicts with other hardware will prevent the driver from initializing and cause a failure. Check your hardware settings and try again. If you still can't get the driver to install, skip a head to the trouble shooting section later in this document.





7.	If the driver installs correctly, you will be prompted to restart NT. YOU MUST RESTART NT!





After a restart, the driver is installed and functional. NT will issue errors if the driver failed to install. If this happens run the Event Viewer tool in the Administrative Tools group in Program Manager (v3.5x) or Start|Programs (v4.0).








Installing a second CardD or DOC.


NOTE: ONLY ADD A SECOND CARD AFTER YOU HAVE SUCCESSFULLY INSTALLED A FIRST CARD AND RESTARTED WINDOWS NT! 





1.	Windows NT 3.5x :Run the Control Panel|Drivers applet.


	Windows NT 4.0 : Run the Control Panel|Multimedia Applet. Select the Devices Tab.





2.	Windows NT 3.5x : Select the CardD entry and click the Setup button.


	Windows NT 4.0 : Expand the Audio Tab and Double Click the CardD entry. Click Settings.





3.	Windows NT 3.5x : Type Alt-Space to bring up the System Menu.  Select Add Second CardD.


	Windows NT 4.0 : Right click on the Title Bar of the CardD Plus Configuration Property Sheet. Select Add Second CardD.





4. 	A second Tab will appear labled "Second CardD Hardware Settings" Configure the second CardD/DOC as you did the first card. When you are done click the Ok button. 


	


	NOTE: You can tab between the first card and second to compare settings. 


	


	ALL SETTINGS FOR EACH CARD MUST NOT CONFLICT WITH THE OTHER CARD OR ANY OTHER HARDWARE IN THE SYSTEM. IF A SETTING IS IN CONFLICT YOU WILL NOTIFIED BY EACH CARD OF THE PROBLEM.





5.	You do not need to restart NT.
